Immersion Experience Reflection: Travel in the Dominican Republic During the
Earthquake in Haiti

As members of our delegation to the Dominican Republic this January prepared for the
experience, we could not have imagined we would be only 45 minutes from the border of
Haiti during the devastating 7.0 earthquake that struck this month. Although we did feel
the quake as we sat in the schoolhouse in Abra de las Yayas, hearing from the community,
we were unaware how devastating this earthquake had been to our neighbors in Haiti.
Thankfully there was no visible damage in this particular village. With unreliable electricity
that is commonly out for days at a time,and spotty cell phone service in the mountains of
the Dominican Republic, it was actually a text message later that night from my parents in
the U.S. that would alert us to the magnitude of the disaster nearby.

Though we did not witness the physical results of the earthquake, our group did feel the
fear and uncertainty of the island as news trickled in about tsunami warnings across the
island; particularly in Santo Domingo, where we had stood by the coast outside the
aquarium, admiring the water just the day before the earthquake stuck. We were hearing
of people retreating from

this now familiar city, in fear of threatening waters.
We also braced ourselves for potentially serious

. aftershocks near the border in El Cercado (both of

-1 which, thankfully, did not materialize). In being

. present on the island during the earthquake, we
experienced a degree of solidarity I've never before

. experienced as we were together through the waiting,
the uncertainty, the fear, and the heartache of our
neighbors.

Our itinerary changes also reflected what was
happening nearby. We canceled a day trip to the
market in Sabanette, Haiti for Thursday and did not

Domingo as planned, so that they could focus on the
pressing needs of locating family members still in Haiti and organizing supply drives for their
native country. Another women’s group in El Cercado, which had originally planned a fiesta
to send us off, canceled it, as Dominicans came together, putting aside a long, complex,

and at times, acrimonious history with Haiti to share in the three days of mourning with the
Haitian Community, to organize supply drives, and to pray for successful relief efforts.

On our last day we stopped and ate lunch at Biyeya Beach on our way from El Cercado back
to Santo Domingo and watched helicopter after helicopter cross the bay from Santo
Domingo, headed toward Haiti with critical supplies. Each helicopter costing $5000, we
counted the thousands of dollars above our heads and were incredibly moved to see
Dominicans taking a lead in the initial emergency relief efforts, especially given the relative
poverty we witnessed in the Dominican Republic during our experience the past week.

In visiting the El Cercado market, IPM Project Coordinator, Joana Peterson explained to us
that the 5 foot tall piles of second hand clothes stacked for sale were actually from Haiti.
Because Haiti is the poorest nation in the Western Hemisphere it receives many donations
of all sorts. However, the donations do not always meet the most pressing needs: when
Haitians can not feed themselves or their families, clothing is not their first priority.
Therefore, Haitians living near the Dominican border “make a living” by selling the donated
clothes to the Dominicans and using the money to buy food for their families — as a regular
practice, not just during times of catastrophe.

In the wake of this disaster, many are asking how they can help and donate, but as we saw
in the market, and as Immersion Experiences so clearly illustrate, we come to know the
needs of the people by being with them, listening to them and those who are living,
working, and experiencing it with them. Our friends and colleagues on the ground in Haiti
and the Dominican Republic are currently requesting cash donations to fund helicopters and
trucks to bring supplies, or to buy supplies that are available in close proximity and will
reach those affected more quickly than sending other types of donations at this time. We
continue to listen to our Project Partners in the Dominican Republic and our friends and
colleagues in Haiti to hear the latest updates and requests for support. We will continue to
share these with the larger IPM family who we know are very concerned and anxious for
information and guidance on how to assist.

I join my fellow members of the Immersion delegation, and our Project Partners, in
gratitude for the thoughts and prayers for our safety during our experience, as my own
thoughts and prayers remain with those most closely affected by this devastating
earthquake. Thank you for the expressions of love, solidarity, and generosity.

Visit to Port Au Prince—An Update on Haiti

Thank you for your concern about my family and our mission in El Cercado after the
earthquake measuring 7.0 in Haiti. Yes, we all felt it when it happened. When it

happened | was in a small village with students from Oberlin College, traveling with IPM;
the floor moved and the walls shook but buildings and structures did not fall in the
Dominican Republic. We still continue to feel small tremors from Haiti which they are
estimating will continue for about a month. Fourteen days after the earthquake, they found
a young man under the rubble. But it is doubtful that the 67 Rescue missions from other
countries with the United Nations (MINUSTAH), many whom are still present in Haiti, will



continue to find live bodies.
The figures are staggering:

*Estimated 150,000 dead in Port au Prince and possible an additional 50,000 elsewhere in
the country,

*Estimated 250,000 wounded with thousands of amputees,

*Estimated 1.5 million homeless, the majority located in hundreds of open space camps
in the city. René Préval, President of Haiti, has asked the U.N. for 200,000 tents to
substitute the sheet and sack houses that the people have constructed. An estimated
400,000 people will be relocated outside of the city in the next few days,

*90,000 bodies have been found and buried in collective graves: 7,000 and 10,000 at a
time,

*Thousands of bodies are still not found and will not be discovered because their bodies are
underneath the rubble that will take months and years to clean up.

A sheer disaster. Everyone here in the Dominican Republic,
as in almost every country in the world, has been sending
some kind of help. In every main town in the Dominican
Republic drives were held to collect food, water and medical
supplies, to be delivered to the border, or straight to Port au
Prince. Dominican hospitals along the border and in the
Capital area are overfilled with wounded Haitians.

From El Cercado, we delivered to Port au Prince 3 truckloads
o ) of food and water. We left at 7AM and returned at 2AM after
A for story apartment building in Port Au Prince, . .
HAITI, destroyed by the January 12, 2010 5 flat tires and many, many delays. To our surprise we saw
earthquake. no soldiers in the streets only on the border. The United
Nations guided us from the border along with 11 other
vehicles in a caravan. There were no disturbances, no mobs, no one panicking. Lots and
lots of people were walking around late into the night without homes, and with nowhere to
go, we guessed. Many people seemed to be in a daze. We passed building upon building
completely destroyed: such as a 4 floor school where 200 children died, a five floor
apartment building, two hospitals, the Catholic seminary where all of the 150 seminarians
perished along with their teachers, the Cathedral where the Bishop and a priest died, the
completely destroyed UN building and hundreds more. The smell of dead bodies in these
fallen down buildings was overwhelming. We all had masks but at a stop signal
someone begged me for mine, and | gave it away. | later got sick from the smell. Dead
bodies were still in the streets. When we stopped at a signal that was not working, a wall of
a two story building fell down next to us on the car along side of us, the people inside
quickly jumped out of the car windows. What a loud noise when a building falls; we could
not even imagine what the sound was like when thousands of buildings began to fall all at
once on January 12th. Port au Prince is still without electricity and many parts without
water. A minimum of 50 tremors have been felt, some measuring 4 and 5 on the Richter
scale.

It will take years to dig out the rubble. The pictures can not do justice to the disaster that is
there, so please try to contribute where you feel comfortable doing so.



For our part in El Cercado, we continue to ask for
donations to make up food

bags that contain: sardines, rice, cornmeal,
chocolate, dried milk, spaghetti, sauce, beans,
salami, soap, toilet, spices, cod fish, macaroni, tooth [
paste, condiments and candies. All for US$12 a bag: &
pretty economical. We currently are crossing the
border on a Weekly basis using local trucks including

food directly to a NGO who normally works

with HIV/AIDS patients, but like many of the NGO's
in Haiti, they have set aside their work and are now
doing relief work with the homeless. This NGO was
recommended to us for being very serious and for

delivering food to many of the open air camps with  gyrvivors of the devastating earthquake

houses made of sheets. So we will continue to work

with this NGO and bring food and water to them that they in turn will deliver to the camps.

There are many good organizations collecting money and materials. The most important
thing is to choose one and add your grain of aid for Haiti, the poorest country in our part of
the world. Today in our local newspaper they are estimating that 2 million people need food
but only 500,000 have received rations to date. We have a long way to go. The longest
road is the reconstruction of Haiti's roads, electricity, water systems, houses, and public
buildings. 575 million dollars have been promised by the international community but only
half of that has been received to date. If you have already sent a donation thank you for
your gift.

Sorry this is so, so long, it has been a real eye opening traumatic experience for all of us.
Thank you for your many prayers.
